Remarks:

Inspected today.

1) Deep rainwater pooling, mud buildup is seen in an intermediate area next to the homeowner/small truck working face area.  An equipment operator eliminated some of the pooling by grade out during the inspection.

2) Leachate breaks are present in the Northeast corner of the landfill bordering the upper portion of the hard road down to the stormwater pond.  Leachate breaks are also seen in upper East slopes facing the stormwater pond.  Leachate in rain pools is noted in the intermediate area in the right side of the hard road to the working faces – showed the foreman the leachate problem, he stated it will be addressed.

3) Inadequate intermediate area cover has occurred in the inactive intermediate area on the right side of the hard road to the working faces.  Waste exposure is heavy, needs to be addressed.

4) Blown litter on East slopes down to the stormwater pond remains heavy.

5) Homeowner bin, brush/yard waste processing stations are maintained.

6) No unacceptable waste types.

7) All weather access roads are adequate.
