Inspected today.

1) Some minor slope litter is present but blown litter is under control overall.

2) Two small but flowing leachate breaks are present in the East area of the cell.  These are located above the spillway to the outer water diversion channel.  Leachate has pooled near the entrance to the water diversion channel, is close to leaving the cell.  The condition needs to be addressed right away.

3) Intermediate area cover remains inadequate in the inactive area to the left of the current working face with heavy mattress popups, board, plastics exposure.

4) No unacceptable waste types.

5) Brush/yard waste processing, homeowner bin areas are maintained.
